MINUTES
The 8th meeting of the EEWG took place in Athens on the 3rd and 4th of July 2006 at CRES’s  premises. Six organisations participated, namely:

The main topics of the Agenda (attached) were as follows:

1) Recent Developments on Energy Efficiency on the National and European Level with an emphasis on :
a. The Action Plan for Energy Efficiency

b. Green Paper on Competitive and Sustainable Energy Policy


c. Energy Services Directive
2) Internal Workshop on Smart Metering
3) Co-operation with the Monitoring Tools Working group in view of the new work programme
4) Establishing a new Work programme for the period 2006-2007

5) Potential preparation of EC-funded project proposals in the context of the EIE programme

During the first session a presentation was given by Kostas Tigas regarding the workshop organised by the European Commission on the 16th of June in Brussels. During this workshop the EEWG represented by CRES, EST, SenterNovem, STEM and ADEME provided the EC with some feedback on the EU Action Plan for Energy Efficiency. It was agreed, that the EnR EEWG would prepare a position paper on the Draft Action Plan on EE and that they would fill-in a questionnaire given to the EEWG by Randall Bowie, in order to provide additional information regarding the Action Plan. Both the position paper and the filled-in questionnaire were agreed to be sent to the EC on the 27th of July 2006.
The next item of the Agenda was the Green Paper on Competitive and Sustainable Energy Policy. A relevant presentation of this Green Paper was given by Kostas Tigas and a short discussion followed.
The item that followed was the ESD directive. A presentation including an analysis of the directive was given by Kostas Lytras from CRES.
In relation to the ESD directive, the second session of the meeting was an internal  workshop on smart metering co-ordinated by Brian Samuel of EST. A number of presentations were given by the participants, presenting examples of metering electricity and heat in their own countries in the context of providing energy services.
The third session of the meeting was an effort to co-ordinate the co-operation with the monitoring tools working group in relation to the ESD directive. In particular it was discussed whether or not it would be possible to prepare presentations on ex-post evaluation examples of measures of the categories included in the ESD directive. It was discussed that a deliverable of the co-operation of the EEWG with the monitoring tools WG could be derived by the end of 2007.
During the forth session of the meeting a work programme for the year 2007 was formulated (attached). The most important items of the Agenda of 2007 are related to the implementation of the National Action Plans on Energy Efficiency. Two workshops will be organised on the National Action Plans on Energy Efficiency. Communication with the EC is foreseen regarding the output of these workshops.
The fifth session of the meeting concerned a short discussion regarding potential submission of project proposals in the next call for proposals of the IEE programme.
At the end of the meeting it was agreed, that the 9th  meeting would be organised in Ireland on the 26th and 27th of February 2006.
