During the first session a few slides were presented by Kostas Tigas regarding the European Energy Efficiency Action Plan of the European Commission and the recently presented Energy and Climate Change Package. A few minutes discussion on the above followed.
The next item of the Agenda was the potential preparation of a report on Energy Efficiency, based on the facts and news collected in the context of the regular and full members EnR meetings. It was discussed that a template should be agreed with the EnR presidency and possibly with the other working groups. It seems also that the approval of the full members meeting will be necessary. CRES offered to undertake this task if the appropriate data is collected.

The item that followed, was a presentation by Mirjam Harmelink of ECOFYS regarding an energy efficiency policy project entitled “Active Implementation of the Directive on Energy Efficiency”. An effort was made to provide some feedback to this project.

In relation to the ESD directive, the forth session of the meeting was an internal  workshop on the forthcoming National Energy Efficiency Action Plans. A number of presentations were given by the participants, presenting the progress of the NEEAPs implementation in their own countries. Most of the agencies were directly involved in the implementation of the NEEAPs. A number of problems and barriers regarding the implementation of the ESD were discussed.
During the fifth session a detailed presentation of the EMEEES project was given by Kostas Lytras. A discussion followed with comments regarding the EMEEES project methodologies and the progress of the NEEAPs.

The sixth session of the meeting was the preparation of a slides presentation in view of the Amsterdam Forum. In the context of a brainstorming procedure, several slides regarding the progress of the NEEAPs in the member states were formulated, to be presented by the EnR president in the Amsterdam Forum.
The seventh session of the meeting concerned a short discussion regarding potential submission of project proposals in the next call for proposals of the IEE programme.
At the end of the meeting it was agreed, that the 10th  meeting would be organised in Brussels at the Scotland House (host EST) on the 2nd  and 3rd  of October 2007.
