Spanish situation regarding implementation on Energy Efficiency Action Plans
The most relevant items are discerned in this brief document:

· Spain launched in 2004 the National Energy Efficiency Strategy 2004-2012 (E4 “Estrategia Española de Eficiencia Energética”).

The E4 foresaw the elaboration of two consecutive Action Plans:

· Action Plan 2005-2007: already implemented.
· Action Plan 2008-2012: in process of Draft elaboration.
The Strategy E4 was conceived as a sectorial approximation to determine the barriers for energy efficiency in each sector and the type of measures that would be more appropriate to implement in each one. It stated the overall energy saving identified for the whole period 2004-2012. 

The energy savings that will be achieved by the end of the year 2012 will reach 15.574 ktoe
, as a result of all measures implemented. This ambitious objective places the Strategy way beyond as regards the ESD requirements: in 2012 the strategy will account for 9.824 ktoe
 of savings, being this amount already higher than the future savings required for Spain by the ESD of 9.651 ktoe
 in 2016.

The Action Plan 2005-2007 identified in details the saving potentials for each sector and described the package of energy efficiency measures to be implemented in each sector: concrete objectives in each sector, implementation periods, investments and responsibilities, towards achieving the energy savings targets set. In this sense, the Action Plan fills with detail the gaps from the overall concepts exposed in the E4 Strategy.

The second Action Plan 2008-2012 it is in state of process. Evaluation on the performance of the first Action Plan 2005-2007 is being assessed, especially in the implementation of the measures at the level of Autonomous Communities. The know-how achieved from the implementation of the first Action Plan 2005-2007 will contribute to a more accurate elaboration of the future Action Plan 2008-2012.

In addition, this second Action Plan will take into account the requirements derived from the second National Emissions Allocation Plan 2008-2012, in which it is stated compulsory further action focused especially in transport residential and service sectors, in order to comply with Kyoto Protocol commitment in the period 2008-2012.

In 2005, the energy intensity indicator showed a stability behaviour compared to the trends showed in the last decades. The primary energy consumption in that year stabilized. Furthermore, early data on primary energy consumption in 2006 showed that the tendency has changed into a decreasing path. It is a bit early to state that those results could represent an outcome from the impact of the Energy Efficiency Strategy E4 and the first Action Plan 2005-2007. A monitoring evaluation on the Strategy has to be designed and performed to analyze the impact of those measures in the performance of the energy efficiency in the sectors.
· Additionally, regarding parallel future developments, it should be mentioned the “Study on Energy Prospective in Spain 2030”. This prospective analysis will provide a useful tool which will contribute to the future energy efficiency policy planning and policy making.
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
