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Aim

The aim of the Working Group is to increase the quality and effectiveness of the energy efficiency work in the countries within EnR and the European Union by providing a leading forum for communication and co-operation on issues of common interest, with special emphasis on practical and operational matters in relation to programmes and measures.

Principles

· The Energy Efficiency Working Group (EEWG) shall seek to provide added value to national activities and avoid areas covered by other international networks such as IEA and ECEEE.
· The EEWG shall seek to provide the combined expertise and capabilities of EnR members to the European Commission and other institutions when this can be done without compromising the role of any individual EnR member.
· The EEWG shall not act as a lobby group. It will provide technical advice on different policy options, based on the experience of the member countries within EnR and on the heterogenity of the EnR members.
· The EEWG shall not cover the transport sector.
Objectives

· Act as the working group of the EnR in the field of energy efficiency, focusing on practical and operational issues concerning the impact of the implementation of policies, programmes and measures

· Facilitate communication and exchange of information on the experience gained from putting energy efficiency policies into practice in the countries represented in EnR

· Identify problems and barriers in areas of common interest, elaborate potential solutions and proposing good practices or project initiatives to address these problems

· Provide technical support, institutional support and capacity building services for the European institutions and, in particular, the European Commission in their work to promote energy efficiency

· Explore energy efficiency policies implementation and the development of co-ordinated energy efficiency measures linked to greenhouse gas emission mitigation mechanisms for member countries.
