MINUTES-Third Meeting –Athens, 5 April 2004

Workshop on Buildings

Leading Participant : CRES

Chaired by : CRES

Four organisations participated namely MOTIVA, NOVEM, CRES and the Chech Energy Agency

The meeting was hosted by CRES in the CRES premises in Athens.

The Leading participant of the meeting was CRES. The technical coordinator was Kostas Lytras assisted by Mrs Eugenia Lazari.

The meeting was chaired by Kostas Tigas.

The meeting participants were welcomed by the chairman Kostas Tigas. Following Eugenia Lazari, Head of the buildings dept. gave a presentation on CRES’s activities with an emphasis on the buildings department’s activities.

Kostas Tigas took the floor again to give an overview of the work programme of the Energy Efficiency Working Group.

A number of technical presentations followed :

Kostas Lytras gave a presentation on Implementing Tools for Energy Efficiency in Buildings and Energy Services and the potential role of the EEWG.
Among others he mentioned that topics of interest for the EEWG  could be evaluation procedures of policies and implementing tools, cost effectiveness of different implementing tools, good practices from the implementation of tools and transfer of experience from countries that adopted good practices to other countries
The following four presentations were related to the National Policies regarding energy efficiency in the buildings sector.

Rob Kool from Senter Novem gave an Overview of National and Municipal Policies on Energy in the Netherlands

He presented the Energy Performance Standard on New Buildings, the Energy Performance Advice for existing buildings and the so-called Energy Performance on Location principle.
Kostas Lytras gave then a presentation on  Markets & Policies for Energy Contracting Services for Public Buildings in Greece
He focused on the framework for Energy Contracting Services  and particularly on the Operational Programme for Competitiveness, on the Draft Law on TPF of energy investments and on the National Programme for Energy Efficiency 
Ilari Aho from MOTIVA gave an overview of the Energy Strategies and Action plans in Finland and finally focused on the Primary Concerns for EE Buildings – Energy Services which in summary are :
· Intensifying energy/environmental concerns in existing/recently developed integrated service packages (eg. in broader performance contracts, life cycle contracts of > 10 years, public-private partnerships)

· Standard (minimum quality requirements) models for energy auditing,

· Tailored certification procedures under quality energy auditing procedures. Active support of building owners/associations needs (rather to stick on VKA3-SMEs)

· To support new countries/OANs to handle EAPs

· Replication of shining bioclimatic/innovative energy design examples of different uses

· Standard models for energy auditing, tailored certification procedures, EPC model development-procurement-control procedures for the public sector, training and accreditation of energy service providers

· Enhancing the successful deployment of EPC through best practice dissemination platforms, and integration of service quality standards/labels and innovative elements – overall input to proper EPC/TPF programmes
Finally, Mrs Kolarikova took the floor and mentioned the interest of the Chech Energy Agency for the EEWG, giving also a short briefing on the Energy Efficiency situation in the Chech Republic.

The next topic was a discussion on potential project proposals for buildings issues in the context of the IEE programme.

It was agreed that an effort would me made to try to establish such proposals in the next meeting.

Kostas Tigas concluded the meeting by giving a short presentation of the planning of the actions  to follow, and on the content of the EEWG documents database.
