SPAINSH EXPERIENCE IN LONG TERM AGREEMENTS FOR INDUSTRY

During the decade of the nineties IDAE developed a Voluntary Cooperation Agreements Programme for Industry.

This programme established Voluntary Cooperation Agreements with some sectors:

· Pulp and Paper

· Ceramics

· Glass

· Cement

· Food

· Chemical

· Automobile sector (auxiliary industry)

· Textile

A great number of industries realised energy audits financed by the programme. Two years later there was a control about how many companies incorporated the recommendations of these audits. Nevertheless, there was not a detailed follow up on the degree of fulfilment of the objectives among the companies.

Nowadays, IDAE is starting the so-called Efficiency Energy Strategy for Spain 2004 - 2012.

The Long Term Agreements for the Industry Sectors are included in the Strategy. The Industrial Companies Associations have shown the necessity to carry out Energy Audits that inform on the adaptation of their facilities from the energy point of view, together with their readiness to reach Voluntary Agreements on the matter.  

The Voluntary Agreements that are considered in this Strategy, always subscribed between entities of private character and the Government Administration, will complete the minimum conditions as follows. They are conditions that don't have boundary character and they must be adapted in particular to each Agreement:  

· The Agreements will mark concrete and quantified objectives, and must be realisable in a certain period of time.

· They will include commitments of the involved sectors where the agreements require higher efforts than the legal simple execution of the normative.

· The participation of independent entities to verify the control and pursuit of the Agreements will be foreseen.

· The Agreements will be binding agreements, and they will include incentive measures for their execution and/or penalties in the case of unjustified nonexecution.

· It will be valued in each case the opportunity and convenience that the Agreement has public character.
