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Abstract

Greece is one of the European countries possessing high wind energy potential and during the last two years has experienced a dynamic increase on wind energy projects. Consequently, the environmental impact is becoming more and more important. This paper discusses a variety of topics including the planning and permission procedures, the relevant guidelines and limits, the assessment and measurement procedures, the current situation and consequences in cases of limit violation. Moreover in Greece the influence of topographical effects due to the complex terrain is a difficult and sometimes unpredictable parameter imposing some special problems on noise prediction and measurement.
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
